Instructions for use

- Preparation of substrates

All surfaces to be sealed must be free of standing
water, must be clean and free from grease, rust,
dust and loose debris. Remove all debonded or
loose parts and carefully deoxidize all metals.
When preparing visible joints, and in order to
achieve a clean sealing line, it is recommended
to cover the edges with protective masking tape.
The application technician is responsible for
checking that the sealant is compatible with

the substrate in terms of adhesion and stain
formation.

If deemed appropriate, use a primer prior to
application.

The use of Keragrip Eco Pulep on metal surfaces
optimises the cleanliness of the surface and the
adhesion of the product to it.

Preparation

The product is ready-to-use. After cutting the
conical nozzle of the cartridge, cut the spout at
an angle of 45° to suit the width of the seal to be
made and screw it onto the cartridge. Insert the
cartridge of sealant into the appropriate manual
or pneumatic dispensing gun.

— Application

Before extrusion of the product, check that
any applied primer coat is dry. Areas close to

joints must be protected with masking tape to
prevent substrates from being contaminated
and to ensure even sealing. Remove the
masking tape immediately after finishing.
Make sure the silicone has been compacted
deep into the joints to ensure optimum
adhesion. To achieve a perfect finish, pass
a metal or plastic spreader soaked in soapy
water over the surface in one, continual
movement if possible. For long-lasting sealing,
capable of withstanding expansion and
contraction stress, the following conditions are
necessary:
the joint is applied so that movement will not
exceed 25% of joint width
- the ratio between width and sealant depth is
between 1 and 2
- the sealant adheres only to the sides of the
joint and not to the substrate. Use Joint
polyethylene foam sub-joint layer to adapt
depth and prevent adhesion to the surface.

Cleaning

Residual traces of sealant can be removed with
common solvents. Once hardened, the product
can only be removed by mechanical means.
